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1. BACKGROUND

In keeping with the provisions in ICAO ANNEX 13 & ANNEX 19, GCAA has initiated the safety data
analysis activity at the State level. To facilitate such activity, collection of all safety information
including associated data required for safety data analysis needs to be available to GCAA in a timely
manner.

2. APPLICABILITY

This IB applies to UAE SERVICE PROVIDERS (Scheduled and Non-Scheduled Passengers flights (CAR
OPS 1 & 3) Scheduled and Non-Scheduled Cargo flights (CAR OPS 1 & 3); Training flights ( CAR Part IV
Section A); CAR Part IV Sections B/C/D and E (General Aviation flights including Balloons)

4. STATISTICAL DATA SUBMISSION TO GCAA

In addition to ongoing collection of safety incident and accident reports (through ROSI), each service
provider should submit to GCAA SRM Section ( rosi@gcaa.gov.ae) ,on quarterly basis, the data

regarding flight hours flown , number of departures and engine cycles (optional) using the attached
form. The competent authority shall use the data for safety analysis activities.

Furthermore, and in order to perform data analysis for 2012 and 2013, the concerned service
providers are requested to provide the above data (annual only), to GCAA SRM Section by 20
February, 2014 using the same form.
