Shortly after touch down on runway 13 at Prestwick Airport the aircraft veered sharply to the left, and
full corrective action was required to keep the aircraft on the runway. Moderate vibration was
experienced as the aircraft decelerated and came to a stop. The flight crew and passengers disembarked
on the runway, when it was noticed that both main wheel tyres on the left landing gear were deflated.
Subsequent examination showed that although the left landing gear retraction strut and brake pipes had
sustained minor damage there were no pre-existing faults to any system.

The weather conditions at the time were partly cloudy with a surface wind of 210/07 knots.
