Whilst the passengers were boarding the aircraft through the front main door, an electric tug was being
positioned in preparation for the removal of the boardin g steps. During this manoeuvre the front right
hand corner of the tug's cabin came into contact with the aircraft, causing a 12" x 6" tear in the fuselage
skin aft of the main door. The passengers were disembarked and the aircraft withdrawn from service
for repairs to be carried out.
