The aircraft was one in a group of six flying in loose formation from Gransden to Manston. The Pilot
reports that she lost radio contact early in the flight, but proceeded as planned and followed the other
aircraft. She made a visual approach to runway 29 at Manston and was cleared to land with green very
lights from ATC. Shortly after touch down the aircraft ground looped to the ri ght, the right wing lifted
and the left wing contacted the paved surface. The aircraft was taxied to the parking area where the pilot
shut the engine down and got out.

The weather at the time was fine with a surface wind of 190/16 knots. The grass runway 06/24 was not
available at the time due to gliding activity.
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
