The aircraft was returning from a parachute drop with the Jumpmaster plus one studentwho had
not been dropped due to an increased surface wind. The aircraft landed on runway 01 and the
surface wind was 090°/10 knots. The pilot reported that during the landing roll, with the tail wheel
on the ground, the aircraft encountered a sudden strong gust of wind from the right. Despite the
application of full opposite rudder and brake the aircraft weathercocked into wind and slewed off
the runway where the right wheel entered an adjacent ditch.
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
