The aircraft was being taxied towards a newly constructed hangar. The pilot noticed that the entrance was
obsiructed by scaffolding and brought the aircraft to a hall. The passenger in ihe front right seal left the aircraft on
the right hand side in order to remove the obstruclion; the passenger sitting in the seal behind the pilot offered to
help with the removal of the scaifolding and left the aircraft by the left hand side door. He started 1o walk directly
fowards his companion and the obstruction, and came into contact with the still rotating propeller, severing his right
arm at the elbow. The wings of this model of the Cessna 210 are of cantlilever construction, and do not require wing
struts which usually provide a natural obsiruction betwen door and propeller disc on a high winged monoplane.
