AIB Field Investigation.

The aircraft was on a scheduled public transport passenger flight from Glasgow Airport to Port
Ellen aerodrome, Islay, with two pilots and fourteen passengers on board. Whilst making an
approach to Port Ellen, in poor weather, the aircraft crashed on rising ground at a height of 350
feet above mean sea level at a position approximately 5 miles south-south-west of the
aerodrome. One of the two pilots was killed, and the other pilot plus ten of the passengers
sustained serious injuries. The aircraft was destroyed.

The Chief inspector of Accidents has ordered an inspector’s investigation into this accident.
