The aircraft was taking off from Felthorpe having flown for about 25 minutes immediately prior fo the accident. Ala
height of approximately 300-350 feet the engine failed without warning and an emergency landing was made into a
lield of sugarbeet, whereupon the nose undercarriage collapsed and the aircraft nosed over, coming torestinverted.

The reason for the engine failure has been attributed to a failure of the engine driven fuel pump 1o a dislocated
return spring in the drive mechanism.
