Aircraft Accidenl Report Pro forma

The aircraft was on a pleasure flight from Glenrothes whan, during the retum part of the flight, Ihe engine began to
lose power. Efforts made to restore power, which did notinclude use of the electric fuel pump, were unsuccessful and
the pilol decided to land al Portmoak gliding site which was nearby. Engine power continued to decrease and onfinal
approach the engine stopped completely causing the pilot to undershoot his intended landing position. The landing
was made within the airfield with the stall warning sounding confinuously. The pilot found thal he was unable Lo flare
the aircraft and as a result the nose undercarriage collapsed.

Examination of the aircraft revealed evidence of particle and water contamination throughout ihe fuel system
together with several leaks of long standing between the tank oullets and the engine driven pump inlet giving rise lo
the possibility of air entrainment into the fuel supply to the engine.
