The student pilot was on the first leg of his qualifying cross country. The speed at touch-down on the
grass ranway was rather high and the pilot reports that he kept the nose-wheel clear of the runway
during the initial landing run. The aircraft then encountered an undulation in the runway and became
airborne. The subsequent landing was nose wheel first which caused the nose landing gear to partially
collapse allowing the propeller to contact the ground. The pilot was able to complete the landing run
and shut down the aircraft clear of the runway.
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
