The unlicensed pilot had just fitted a new propeller and airspeed indicator to his weight-shift microlight
and was eager to try them out before submitting the aircraft for an airworthiness test.

When the aircraft took off, the weather was good but the wind was from the east south east at 15 kt
and gusting. After takeoff, the aircraft immediately veered to the left through 180° before striking the

branches of a tree and crashing.

The pilot has since stated that he intended only to take off and land in the next field.
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
