The aircraft was landing on Runway 06 at Bagby. The runway is 20 metres wide with an uphill slope
and has a grass surface which was dry and in good condition. There was a 4 foot high standing crop
running the full length of the runway on the left side. The surface wind was 140°/10 kt and the

temperature was 27°C.

The pilot reported that he experienced a high level of turbulence on the approach. A high sink rate
developed during the landing flare and the aircraft drifted to the left. The pilot initiated a go-around,
however, the aircraft was now over the standing crop and there was insufficient power available to
prevent the main landing gear entering the top of the crop. The aircraft nosed over and came to rest, in
the crop, about 5 metres to the left of the runway. Both occupants were wearing lap and diagonal
