Aircraft Accident Report Form submitted by the Operator

The aircraft had been conducting a series of flights over a three day period in conjunction with offshore
oil pollution dispersal tasks. Following takeoff from Southampton on 2 March the crew reported
difficulty with achieving aircraft pressurisation. After landing at Luton damage was found to the tail

skid and adjacent structure consistent with a tail scrape.

The aircraft was fitted with a Sundstrand UFDR. Of the 12 parameters which were intended to be
recorded only 3 were operational. It was not possible to determine from this limited data, or from

interviews with the two crews involved in the exercise, when the damage had been sustained.
