The wind was 200°/6 kt when the pilot attempted to take off from the grass runway 27, which has a
declared Take-off Distance Available of 550 metres. There were four people on board and the pilot
elected to carry out a 'short field take off’. He states that when the aircraft became airborne it would
not accelerate so he carried out a forced landing in the field ahead. Following the landing, the aircraft
pivoted about the left main landing gear and came to rest pointing nearly in the opposite direction.
