The surface wind was 210°/8 kt and the approach was to grass runway 27R. The pilot reported that, as
the aircraft crossed the threshold, he retarded the throttle to what appeared to be the closed position, He
noted that the friction nut was tight and that the engine speed had not reduced below 1100 rpm. The
aircraft had started to climb when the power suddenly reduced to idle, which caused it to sink rapidly
onto the runway and land heavily in an almost three-point attitude. The engine was shut down and the
aircraft came to rest to the right of the runway. The occupants, who were wearing diagonal upper torso
restraint, escaped without injury.

The maintenance organisation which carried out the post accident examination and subsequent repair of
the aircraft was unable to identify any pre-existing fault with the engine or its associated controls.
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
