During a training flight, shortly after touchdown, at about 1/3 of the way down the runway, the aircraft
started to veer to the left. The student appeared to have corrected the initial swing, but the aircraft then
continued to veer towards the edge of the runway. The instructor took control, but was unable to
prevent an excursion onto the grass to the left of the paved surface. After travelling about 50 yards
across the grass, the left landing gear leg separated and the aircraft fell onto its left side, bending the
propeller blades and stopping the engine. All the occupants were wearing diagonal upper torso restraint
harnesses, which withstood the impact forces and there was no fire. The Instructor completed the crash
