Prior to the intended flight, the pilot was briefed on the work in progress on runway 03, the runway' in use. He
was shown a sketch map and instructed where to run up and on which side of the runway to take off and land.
He did not however realise that the trenches had been left unmarked.

in order to reach the take-off point for runway 03, the pilot intended to cross runway 29 which, although
marked with coloured flags to prevent landings, showed no indication that it should not be crossed. As the
aircraft crossed the centreline the nosewheel dropped into an unmarked trench.

The pilot, who had been wearing an upper torso restraint harness, escaped without injury.
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
