The pilot was carrying out a solo training flight of circuits and landings on runway 28 at Leeds Airport.
He reports that on his third circuit and after what he considered to be a satisfactory approach, a sudden
increase in rate of descent occurred during the flare. Power was increased but was insufficient to
prevent the aircraft bouncing and coming to rest off the side of the runway.

The weather at the time was fine with a surface wind of 280/12 knots. The pilot considers that he may
have been dazzled by the low elevation of the sun.
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
