The pilot reported that he was carrying out a practice circuit. The approach was slightly low and
slightly fast. At the flare, the aircraft climbed and the pilot reacted by pushing the control column
forward to lower the nose. This caused the aircraft to touch down nose first and bounce. Again, the
pilot pushed the stick forward and again landed on the nosewheel causing failure of the nose leg.
The aircraft came to rest to the right side of the runway.

The pilot considered that, in these circumstances, a go-around should have been executed before the
aircraft touched down on its nosewheel.
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
