The aircraft was parked heading in a north-westerly direction and the engine starting drills
were carried out. There was a tied down Cessna 172 off the left wing tip, and the pilot had
observed a loose tie-down cable on the taxyway to the right of his aircraft, so he elected to
make a 270° turn to the right onto a south westerly heading in order that he could taxy out the
way he had come in.

During the turn the pilot ensured that his left wing-tip cleared an adjacent hangar and then
transferred his attention to the right wing-tip of his aircraft which was now passing behind the
tied-down Cessna 172 on a south westerly heading. The left wing-tip then collided with the
open left-hand gate of a fuel bowser cage which had not been pushed fully open and
“housed”. The pilot considers the position of the sun ahead of the aircraft to have been a
contributory factor.

The left wing suffered relatively minor damage to the rear spar, leading edge, and associated
wing skin.
