The pilot was taxying from Runway 22 to the parking area adjacentto the fuel farm. Intending to 
park on the left of a Cessna 152,the pilot turned to the left and, whilst concentrating on 
maintainingclearance from the Cessna 152 to his right, he did not noticethat the left wing of his 
aircraft came too close to a fence post. The outermost portion of the left wing struck the post 
resultingin some damage to the leading edge. 
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
