The aircraft was landing on the grass Runway 23 at Derby aftera flight from Woodvale Aerodrome. 
The aircraft touched down onall three wheels and bounced. On the subsequent (nose low) 
touchdown,the nose landing gear collapsed. The right wing tip contactedthe ground during the 
landing sequence, but the aircraft cameto rest upright on its nose. There was no fire. The 
occupantswere wearing lap and diagonal shoulder harnesses and were uninjured. They vacated the 
aircraft by the normal means. 
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
