During a session of circuit flying instruction in benign weatherconditions the student pilot 
performed well enough to be sentsolo.  

The student's first circuit resulted in a go-around. On the secondattempt to land, the aircraft 
'ballooned' on touchdown and stalledbetween 15 and 20 feet above the runway. The subsequent 
touchdownwas hard incurring the damage described above but the aircraftbounced into the air once 
more and so the student pilot initiateda go-around. 

The heavy landing was witnessed by the instructor who talked tothe student by radio from the 
Tower. The instructor succeededin coaching the student for a soft, third landing which 
avoidedfurther damage and total collapse of the damaged nose gear assembly.  
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
