Following a 40 minute local flight the aircraft returned to WycombeAir Park for a straight-in 
approach and landing on Runway 07. The pilot flew a normal approach using 30° flap at 75 mph. 
At 2 nm finals he was cleared to land and given a surface windof 080°/15 kt. However, at about 
200 ft agl he experienceda strong gust from the north for which he took corrective actionbefore 
crossing the runway threshold at 70 mph. Just prior totouchdown near the threshold, the aircraft 
was affected by anothergust from the north which caused the left wing to rise and theaircraft 
touched down firmly on its right main gear. The leftwing continued to rise after touchdown and the 
pilot was unableto prevent the aircraft yawing to the right and departing offthe side of the tarmac 
runway. He applied the wheel brakes andstopped the aircraft having traversed approximately 50 
metresof smooth, grassed surface.  
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
