The aircraft was taking off towards the north for a local flight. The aircraft began to veer off to the
right during the take-offrun. This was initially corrected by the pilot. During the accelerationat
about 50 mph, the aircraft bounced into the air and veeredto the right but continued to climb. There
was an electricitypower line to the left of the aircraft and an overhead telephonecable to the right.
The aircraft continued to head towards thetelephone cable, with the pilot unable to correct for the
drift. He elected to descend to pass below the telephone cable and contactedthe top of a hedge with
one wing. The aircraft slewed round anddescended onto the surface. The pilot indicated that the
surfacewind at the time was from the south at 5 kt.

Both occupants were wearing lap and diagonal harnesses and wereuninjured. The aircraft had been

fitted with a seat pan, in accordancewith Service Bulletin KSB1 (Seat Pan and Cushion), which was
introducedto improve occupant protection in the event of an accident.
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
