The aircraft was engaged in glider towing. Preparing for take-off,the pilot had applied full power
when the launch point radioed"Stop, Stop, Stop". This was because the towed gliderhad over-run
the tow rope. The pilot applied the brakes but,having braked before reducing the engine power, the
aircraft tippedonto its nose causing the damage to its propeller. The aircraftsettled back into a

normal position and the pilot rapidly shutdown the engine which had continued to run after the
propellerstrike.
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
