The aircraft was departing Cranfield during the PFA rally. Therough grass Runway 22 was in use at
the time as the hard surfacedrunway was not available due to an earlier aircraft accident.The
weather at the time was fine with good visibility, scatteredshowers and a surface wind of 340°/10 to
15 kt. As the aircraftcommenced its takeoff roll it veered to the left and ground loopedcoming to
rest on the adjacent hard runway. The pilot and passengervacated the aircraft without injury.

The pilot reported that the ground loop may have been then resultof a landing gear failure brought
about by the rough grass runwaysurface.
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
