The Grumman G21A, known in military service as the Goose, is ahigh-wing amphibian with a
boat-shaped hull and floats mountedon outriggers beneath each wing. The landing gear consists
oftwo retractable main gears mounted on parallelogram linkages anda retractable tailwheel.

Following a touchdown described by the pilot as "firm butnot heavy" the right hand main landing
gear collapsed. Theaircraft swung onto the grass on the north side of the runwayincurring no
additional damage. Later examination showed thatthe drag links on the right main landing gear leg

had failed.
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
