At the time of the accident the pilot was still a student pilotbut he has since completed his training 
and gained a Private Pilot'sLicence. 

The flight was the pilot's first day of solo flying in the circuitand his last flight of the day. He was 
practising short-fieldlandings on Runway 22 and the wind was reported as 240°/5kt. The third 
approach was too high and the power was reducedtoo quickly resulting in a hard 'bounce' on the 
runway. The nexttouchdown was on the grass next to the runway and, because ofthe speed of the 
aircraft and the lack of breaking on the wetgrass, the pilot was unable to prevent the aircraft 
running intothe perimeter hedge where it came to rest. The pilot was wearinga lap and diagonal 
harness and escaped without injury. 



The pilot completed a report at the time but neither the AAIBnor the CAA were notified of the 
accident. 
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
