The pilot was flying a visual approach to Runway 18 at FenlandAirfield; this runway has an
available landing distance of 536metres with a grass surface which was dry. The surface wind
was180 /10 kt and there was no significant cloud or weather. Theapproach was flown above the
optimum glidepath and the aircraftdid not touch down until about one third of the way along
therunway. The pilot then attempted to go around but the aircraftran off the runway surface and
entered an adjacent field. Therecently cultivated soil in the field was soft and caused a
rapiddeceleration; the nosewheel became detached and the aircraft cameto rest inverted. The local
airfield fire appliance was soonon the scene and the other emergency services also attended;
fuelhad leaked from the aircraft. The pilot and one of the passengerswere uninjured, the other
pasenger suffered minor injuries.
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
