The aircraft was on a training flight with a student practisingcircuits on Runway 22; the surface
wind was southerly at lessthan 5 kt. Following a normal approach the main wheels touchedthe

runway but at about this time the aircraft was starting topoint to the left. The instructor took control
and applied fullpower in an attempt to go-around. As the aircraft flew over anadjacent field the stall

warning sounded and the instructor loweredthe nose to unstall the wings. He than attempted to
climb awaybut the airspeed was still low and the stall warning sounded again. The aircraft

contacted and travelled along the ground beforehitting a hedge/fence where it came to rest. The two

crew evacuatedthe aircraft through the student's door.
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
