This accident was not reported to the AAIB or the CAA for 16 monthsand the pilot's recollection of 
events was diminished by the timelapse. He remembers carrying out solo circuit training 
usingtarmac Runway 04 in reasonably good weather. As he was aboutto touchdown slightly left of 
the centre line, the aircraft yawedto the right due to the crosswind. He attempted to correct theyaw 
by applying left rudder but he over-corrected and the aircrafttouched down on grass to the left side 
of the runway. Thereafterhe attempted to keep the aircraft running parallel to the tarmacbut the 
nosewheel dug in and the aircraft yawed through 180°to the left, penetrating the boundary fence in 
the process. The airfield emergency vehicle attended the scene but the pilotwas unhurt and able to 
leave the aircraft unaided. 



Shortly after the accident the pilot completed a report for theOperator's staff but no copy was 
forwarded by the Operator toeither the AAIB or the CAA. The insurance company reported thatthe 
aircraft suffered severe damage to the wings.  
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
