The student pilot was carrying out solo circuit flying practicein good weather and in light wind
conditions. On her first attemptat landing on asphalt Runway 22 she maintained a good
flightpathand approach speed until crossing the runway threshold. Uponclosing the throttle she
reported that the airspeed bled off muchfaster than she had expected and so she lowered the nose a
littleto compensate. She then flared too little or too late and theaircraft touched down nose wheel
first causing it to rebound backinto the air. During the bounce she applied power to cushionthe next
touchdown but it had little effect and the aircraft bouncedinto the air again. The third touchdown
was heavy and in a noselow attitude damaging the propeller and the engine. Despite thedamage the
student was able to taxi the aircraft clear of therunway.
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
