The pilot reported that whilst landing on Runway 04L in good weatherconditions the surface wind
changed from approximately 230 /10kt to 130 /15 kt. The change occurred during touchdown and
causeda wing to drop. During recovery from the wing drop the aircraftdeparted off the left side of
the runway and the right hand wingstruck an obstruction, reportedly some traffic cones. After
regainingfull control the pilot taxiied back onto the runway and from thereto the hangar where the
aircraft was inspected. The right handwing tip, flap and fuel strainer had been damaged during the
impact.
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
