The student pilot was practising circuit flying. During a landingthe aircraft bounced on to its nose 
gear which collapsed causingsecondary damage to the propeller and engine cowling. The 
aircraftleft the runway and came to rest on the grass. 

Assisted by her instructor the pilot reported the incident andcompleted the relevant forms on 
30 August 1996. The AAIBwere not notified of the accident at that time and copies of 
relevantforms were not sent to the AAIB or the CAA by the aircraft operator. Consequently, one 
year later, the pilot's recollection of eventswas much diminished.  
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
