An acrid electrical smell appeared in the cockpit during taxiing; this was followed by smoke. The
aircraft was turned away from other aircraft and personnel, and ATC were requested to place the
fire crew at standby. The engines were shutdown, the electrics isolated and the passengers and crew
evacuated. No further smoke appeared. The problem was traced to a burnt out vent blower motor
fitted in the nose of the aircratft.
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
