The captain carried out the after start checks and then switchedon the cabin lights. A smell of
electrical burning became apparentand smoke was traced coming from the cup holder area
immediatelybelow the forward edge of the emergency exit door. A fire vehiclewas requested via
the tower; both engines shut down, and the aircraftwas evacuated.

The aircraft trim was removed from around the emergency exit doorand damaged lighting wiring
was found shorting to earth. Thedamage had apparently been caused by the wires becoming

trappedin the emergency door hinge.
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
