The grass runway surface was wet and the pilot decided to 'landlong' to avoid a particularly boggy
area at the touchdown end. An initial float and subsequent poor braking on the wet surfaceresulted
in the aircraft overrunning the end of the runway. Thepilot attempted to turn the aircraft to the right
but the empennagehit the wire perimeter fence and turned the aircraft back leftagain. Wire from the
fence became entangled with the propellerand the engine stopped. The pilot who was wearing full

uppertorso restraint escaped without injury.
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
