Having crossed the Bristol Channel, the pilot positioned the aircraftat 500 feet agl downwind to
land in a field to the west of thevillage. However, as the pilot closed the throttle the enginestopped.
He therefore turned the aircraft into wind, but aftercompleting about 160° of the turn a main
landing gear wheeltouched the ground. At this point the aircraft was reportedlyabout 30 feet from a
hedge and travelling at approximatelyl5 to 18 mph. The aircraft struck the hedge and came to rest.
The occupants, who were not injured, encountered some difficultyin vacating the cockpit, but the
pilot managed to relay a messageon the RT, via an airborne aircraft, to Cardiff Airport
Approachthat they had landed and there were no injuries, or fire.

The aircraft was subsequently removed to an engineering facilityfor examination. An adequate
quantity of fuel was found in thefuel tanks and the engine was free to rotate. Another propellerwas
fitted and a series of engine power runs carried out, withno faults found.

A weather aftercast was obtained from the Meteorological Officeat Bracknell for the accident area



for the applicable date andtime. The weather was:

Wind/Temperatures/RH:

When these figures were plotted on a Carburettor Icing ProbabilityChart, they gave a probability of
serious carburettor icing atany power.
