The pilot flew a normal circuit to land, down sun, on the 1,200feet grass landing strip. The wind
sock indicated calm conditionsand the grass was wet with dew. After a normal touchdown
thebrakes were applied but they had little effect. Realising thatthe aircraft would overrun the strip
the pilot attempted to go-aroundbut the aircraft was not able to clear a four foot hedge at theairfield
boundary. The aircraft came to rest in an adjacent field. The passenger was uninjured but the pilot,
whose safety harnessfailed at its upper fixing, suffered minor injuries.

The pilot reported that there may have been a slight tailwindduring the landing although none was
indicated by the wind sockand the wheels locked on braking due to the wet conditions.
Furthermorehe reported that after making the decision to go-around and applyingpower he failed to
close the air brakes and put the carburettorheat to cold.
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
