The first paragraph should now read:- 

The pilot,who had not flown for four weeks,was doing visual circuits on Runway 24; the surface 
wind was 280°/16kt. When the aircraft was downwind for the second circuit, thepilot was advised 
that there was commercial instrument trafficat 9 nm on final approach to Runway 33. He continued 
thecircuit and was cleared to land. It was as he started the landingflare that the pilot realised that he 
had not selected the landinggear down. The ensuing landing was soft and the aircraft slidfor about 
30 metres. The pilot carried out the shutdown checkand vacated the aircraft without injury. 
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
