The aircraft was being flown above Loch Tummel at approximately100 feet agl. Towards the
eastern end of the loch the pilot putthe aircraft into a shallow dive, with the intention of
increasingspeed prior to climbing. At the bottom of the dive, at a heightof approximately 50 feet
agl, a loud bang was heard and a sixinch crack appeared in the windscreen. The pilot assumed
thatthe aircraft had hit a bird and immediately made a gentle climbto 2000 feet amsl. A visual
inspection revealed no further damageand the aircraft was flown back to its base at Perth.

Furtherinspection of the aircraft suggests that the damage may have occurredas a result of a wire
strike but it has not been possible to confirmthis.
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
