The student pilot was practising solo circuit flying on the grassRunway 30 at Beverley. The surface
wind was from 300° at10 to 15 kt. The pilot reported that the aircraft touched downheavily after the
second circuit, probably as a result of beingtoo fast during the final stage of the approach. A go-
aroundwas immediately initiated and the pilot continued in the circuitunaware of any problems
with the landing gear. Four further touch-and-golandings were made. On the final landing, the pilot
applied thebrakes towards the end of the landing roll and the nose landinggear collapsed. The
aircraft came to rest on its nose. The pilotcarried out the shutdown procedure and vacated the
aircraft bythe normal means.
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
