Clip Gate Farm strip is 460 metres long, 30 metres wide and slopesfrom north to south. There are
trees bordering both ends of thestrip and barbed wire fences along both sides. The weather wasfine
with a surface wind from the south west at an estimated speedof 15 to 20 kt. The Jodel D112 is a
tail wheel design with cable-operatedbrakes on the main wheels.

The pilot taxied the aircraft to the threshold of Runway 20 wherehe completed the pre-takeoff
checks on a westerly heading. Hethen applied full power to expedite line-up and continue the take-
offrun. Early during the run the pilot noticed the wind veer towardsthe west and he decided to abort
the takeoff. Unfortunately,as the aircraft slowed it swung to the right. In an attempt toarrest the
swing the pilot applied full throttle and left rudderbut he was unsuccessful. The aircraft ground
looped and collidedwith the barbed wire fence along the strip's western border.
