During the initial part of the take-off roll at Glasgow with aplanned destination of Narsarsuaq, 
Greenland the crew door openedand was struck by the right-hand propeller. The aircraft 
wasstopped and the departure delayed for repairs. 

The co-pilot had closed the crew door and confirmed it to be latched. However, investigation by the 
crew after the event determinedthat the 'safety latches were bent' and that it was possible forthe 
door to appear correctly closed without proper latch engagement.  
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
