The student pilot was carrying out a visual circuit training detailsusing Runway 17; the surface 
wind was 170°/< 5 kt. Theaircraft landed on the main wheels and bounced; the pilot appliedfull 
power to go around but the aircraft landed again, nosewheelfirst. As the aircraft was moving left 
towards the grass thepilot closed the throttle, applied the brakes and brought theaircraft to a halt on 
the runway. She then taxied it back tothe parking area. 

The pilot considered that the initial landing problem resultedfrom too high an approach speed. The 
landing was observed byher flying instructor, from the control tower, who reported thatthe student 
had been given further briefing and circuit training.  
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
