The pilot, inbound from Liverpool, positioned for a landing onRunway 35 with a 5 kt headwind.
The visibility was good but thepilot encountered rain whilst on the downwind leg which
partiallyobscured his vision through the windscreen. The aircraft toucheddown just past the runway
markers but on the left-hand edge ofthe grass runway and then diverged 5 to 10 _ from the runway
centre-line. The aircraft struck a wire fence and came to rest with wire wrappedaround the propeller

and the nose leg.

The aerodrome fire and rescue service attended the accident tofind that the pilot and both
passengers had vacated the aircraftwithout injury.
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
