The pilot reported that he landed at Earls Colne Airfield in calmwind conditions but, when the
aircraft had slowed to about 30kt, the right main landing gear collapsed. The collapse was dueto a
sheared bolt in the landing gear side stay; it was the opinionof the engineer who carried out the
repair work that the bolthad sheared as a result of a side load experienced on this ora previous
landing.

The accident was not reported at the time, and only came to theattention of the AAIB when the new
owner applied for the issueof an FAA Certificate of Airworthiness.
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
