The pilot positioned the aircraft for a visual approach to Runway22 at Coltishall which has an
asphalt surface. The surface windwas 250 /10 kt, there was no significant cloud and the
visibilitywas greater than 10 km. The approach and landing were normalbut during the landing roll
the aircraft entered a groundloop. When the aircraft came to a halt the engine was shut down
andboth occupants vacated unaided and uninjured. Damage was sustainedto the right wing and
elevator, the rear fuselage and the rightundercarriage.
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
