There was a parked aircraft on
either side of this position anda third aircraft parked directly behind the vacant parking position.
The three parked aircraft formed the points of the letter "V'through which the pilot had to taxy the
aircraft to reach theparking position with a 90° turn to the left. During theturn he misjudged the
distance between the right wing tip andthe spinner of the parked aircraft on his right and a very
lowspeed impact slightly damaged both aircratft.
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
